DRIVER’S CERTIFICATION
CRITERIA

The USA Wakeboard Driver’s Certification Program is
designed to train and educate superior level wakeboard boat
drivers. There will be three (3) levels of certification:

Level I:
Can be obtained by completing the USA Water Ski “trained driver” Program
Qualifies you to drive in Class “F” tournaments (NWL).

Level II:
Qualifies you to drive in all sanctioned “F” and “W” tournaments including state championships

Level IlI:
Qualifies you to drive in all sanctioned “F” and “W” tournaments including state, regional, USA
Wakeboard Championships, World/Pro events.

All certification will have qualitative and quantitative requirements, which will include clinics,
written tests and practical testing. Aspiring to higher levels of certification will require
performance evaluations by level 11 and 111 drivers and be based on a cumulative participation in
sanctioned “W” tournaments.

In addition, there will be maintenance requirements for levels already certified.

All drivers MUST maintain a current USA Water Ski membership.
